"The Peace Treaties Signed at Paris and Versailles on 3 September 1783"

In Celebration of the 225th Anniversary of the American War for Independence

On 3 September 1783 Great Britain formally
acknowledged the independence of the United
States with a definitive treaty signed in Paris.

The unfinished and often shown painting (to
the left), is by the
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West to commemorate the C et 25

signing of the 1783 Treaty of e
Paris (to the right). :

West’s painting
inaccurately depicts Henry
Laurens as present. Also
shown is William Temple
Franklin, Franklin's grandson
and secretary to the American
delegation, but was not a signer. The painting shows the American
signers: [from left to right] John Jay, John Adams, and Benjamin
Franklin The unfinished area was reserved for the British commissioners, Richard Oswald and
David Hartley, who declined to pose. The signing took place at the British commissioner's
lodgings at the Hotel d'York, in the Quartier Latin of Paris.

On the same date, Britain signed a peace settlement with France — the main formal
ally to the Americans — and Spain at the chiateau de Versailles. Manchester signed for Britain
and Vergennes signed for France.
